Our life today is a complex web of pattern that juggles between static and dynamic nature of our lifestyle. Perhaps, this is why we opt for objects that necessitate change and adapt to our space to suit our way of living.
24 X 24
 is an attempt as to reveal the way in which architectural space changes within a space in a minute, a day, or even years. Change occurs in multiple ways: it may be motion of bodies in space; it could be the dynamic quality of light and materials. Feeling of any space is distinguished by the perception of the objects within it. 
24 X 24 comprises of 2 basic core units the “Inner Element” and the “Outer Skin”. 
The Inner Element is Service Unit which is a PREFABRICATED Cube of 2.4 mt sides with cooking and toilet facilities. This is modular, mobile and self contained, which when placed within a walled space, performs various architectural functions such as partitions, supporting additional floors including terrace over it. 24X24 is easy to maintain, mantle and dismantle and also performs added functions as a separate unit for camping and trailer homes systems. 
The whole unit can be housed within an “Outer Skin”, which gives a flexibility to design the service unit as per our needs and this structure encompasses of column beam and grid planes to fill in. 
This is modular, mobile and self contained, which when placed within a walled space, performs various architectural functions such as partitions, supporting additional floors including terrace over it. 24X24 is easy to maintain, mantle and dismantle and also performs added functions as a separate unit for camping and trailer homes systems. 
ALTHOUGH FIXED AND RIGID AS ONE UNIT, ITS MOBILITY GIVES IT A “ON THE GO” CHARACTER. It strikes a perfect balance between static and dynamic nature of any space that it is installed in.

The  I n n e r   E l e m e n t:

This mainly comprises of the service unit which is basically kitchen and toilet area. In addition to this, the inner element also has a multiform unit of stackable cubes, which perform functions that range from furniture to storage shelves. 
The service unit has a standard size of 2.4 X 2.4 X 2.4 mts. As mentioned earlier, that this particular unit is pre fabricated and self contained. This has included facilities as water supply and waste storage and treatment unit. The treatment box is filled with Amnite S140 liquid Biogest, which raises particular kind of bacteria which digest the wastes materials, thus preventing emission of odour. The main materials used for this unit are Aluminum and FRP. This unit is placed on heavy duty ball-bearing wheels with locking system, thus giving it a character of mobility. 
The multiform units have dimensions of 0.9 X 0.6 X 0.3 mts. Since these are stackable cubes, they can be used as partitions, cupboards, shelves and furniture. These are sturdy, light weight units made out of wood and recycled paper. 
 The   O U T E R   S K I N:
As the name suggests, this defines the enclosing wall of the given space, of which the service unit is a part. This is characterized by 2 principal structures:
· Columns and Beams: these are based on regular grid of 0.9 X 0.3 Ø mts connected with simple tongue and groove joinery, inspired Hemadpantha Temple Style, (India). These connect to each other, resulting in a stable portal frame structure. They can easily span upto 10 mts in ht, beyond which an additional strengthening of column would be necessary. The materials employed for these structures are Stainless Steel with brushed finish and FRP
· Grid Plane: these are foldable and unfoldable structures. These are mainly comprised of roofs, walls and floor. They are made out of filler material with FRP and are porous in nature. These aspects make grid planes easily transportable, mantled and dismantelable. 
P r o c e s s
24 X 24 House Kit includes, dismantled components of both Inner Elements and Outer Skin. The outer skin components are manufactured as per design requirements. The sizes of the components are standard, although the number of components may decrease or increase depending upon the design. 
Once received, the components of this kit can be joined easily and follow the same mechanism of that of a jigsaw puzzle. Foremost the columns and beams are arranged. Following this the grid planes take position in the site. The filler materials are then filled in. This comprises of the Outer Skin. The Inner Element that is the service unit is placed within the outer skin.
