   FACTS ABOUT THE “the livingbOx” PROTOTYPE

Diameter: 5 x 5 metres. Depth: 1,5 metre. Weight: about 300 kilograms. Material: insulation roofing core; wooden superstructure; fibreglassskin with non – flammable ‘plaster resign’; steel base. “The livingbOx” prototype consists of two single pieces (each approx. 5 x 2 x 1,5 metres) plus a steel base.
