In a semiarid landscape and an almost flat land of the municipality of San Juan de Urabá, 
this school was built replacing previous buildings in very poor condition. Around a wide 
playground and football field, modular buildings form a polygonal perimeter, with corri-
dors to the interior and silent façades to the outside. 

A frame structure in reinforced concrete, receive perforated concrete block walls and me-
tal roof beams. All single-story classrooms have cross ventilation and enjoy the distant 
landscape. From a distance, the building behaves like a singular mark in the landscape.

Building continues a characteristic for Wrocław, multi-century use of brick in the process of construction. In a close vicinity there are 
examples of using that material both while constructing buildings and in creating the so-called small architecture objects: walls, benches 
and fences. And it was the last of those objects, an open-work brick wall in the neighbourhood became a direct inspiration of shaping the 
structure of the new architecture. Bricks were (mentally) rescaled to a size of one flat and the gaps between one another became loggias.
